Show Content

The content of show(s) submitted must be “in line” with the sensibilities of our audiences. We are
looking for productions that appeal to a variety of different age groups, etc. Even though our audiences
are generally more sophisticated than most suburban audiences, productions with excessive profanity,
gratuitous nudity or inappropriate subject matter should be avoided.

Selection Process

Once all submissions have been received and reviewed, the selection committee will discuss and deliberate
on the productions presented. This process will take at least 1 month.

From those submissions that we want to pursue further, an interview will be requested with the director
to discuss (in length) their submission and meet with members of the selection committee.

We are looking to finalize our season by April 15, 2010.

County, approximately one hour from New York City. Now in its 73rd year, the Playshop serves
theatergoers from the greater Fairfield County area, providing three high-quality theatrical productions
each season.
